CCA schools increased the percent of students at the 4th grade level that were proficient in reading comprehension from 75.7% proficient in 2004 to 81.0 % proficient in 2005;  

at the 8th grade level from 71.2% proficient in 2004 to 72.6% proficient and 

at the 11th grade level that were proficient in reading comprehension from 73.9% proficient in 2004 to 84.8% proficient in 2005. 

The district is making consistent progress in the area of reading comprehension as shown by the data above; however, the rate of progress is not meeting the district goal.  Our goal predicted we would see a change of one percent of improvement per year. Students exceeded our expected performance (1% improvement per year) at grade 4, but only improved by .4% at grade 8 and .9% at grade 11 as measured by the Reading Comprehension subtest on the ITBS/ITED standardized assessments.

As an additional measure of annual progress, the district also looks at yearly cohort growth based on Iowa Grade Equivalent scores from the ITED/ITBS.    The average growth for cohorts is as follows:

	The CCA schools administers the Northwest Evaluation Association’s Measures of Academic Progress (MAP) tests as a means for describing student achievement status and growth on a curriculum based measure. These assessment instruments were normed in 2002 and again in 2005 and also provide a means of comparisons to the national normative group.
CCA students took the general science tests in grades 4, 8, and 11 for the first time in the spring of 2006.  These tests will be used as a baseline for a fall and spring measures in future years. Teachers at CCA will utilize the fall results to guide individual and whole class instructional planning decisions and to encourage personal student growth goals for the school year.
