Basic Academic Skills Certificate
Reading, language arts, and math skill development is the cornerstone for all school improvement initiatives at Prairie.  These fundamental skills are essential if students are to benefit from the District’s diverse programs and student learning opportunities.  To ensure that all students are equipped with basic skills, students are required to earn a Basic Academic Skills Certificate in order to receive a Prairie High School diploma (Board Policy 605.2).  To continuously monitor and measure student progress toward specific skill level targets, the District uses the Northwest Evaluation Association’s Measures of Academic Progress as an achievement level test measure.  Most students meet this skill requirement in Grade 9 or 10.  Those who do not are provided learning support through school Success Centers, special classes, summer school, and individual achievement plans.

Thus, all 2005 Prairie graduates met this requirement reaching the reading target (230), language arts target (230), and math target (241).
