	When the annual improvement goals were written last year, we were under the impression that the state requirement for AYP was going to be the collapsed ranges for academic growth, which for an elementary building, might have been grades 3-6.  .  Under that direction, we thought we would align our goal to that requirement.  Our current 2005-2006 AYP report indicates that the bands used were 3rd-5th which achieved 79.5% reading proficiency and 6th grade with 72.7% reading proficiency,    These banded percentages are a little lower than the projected 80%+ we had hoped for.  We made all AYP goal targets.  We will try to set next year;s annual improvement goal in reading better aligned to the current reporting practice.

	Deep River-Millersburg will continue multi-assessments in reading K-6th.  The 2005-2006 school year was the adoption and implementation of a new reading series from Harcourt.  As we continue to use these new materials, we hope the trendline will strengthen the district reading program.  The district uses ongoing assessments of NWEA MAP testing, Dibels, and BRI to continuously monitor student reading growth.    Professional development for 2006-2007 will be under the guidance of a state recognized provider, Heidi Doellinger, who will facilitate use of QAR and other reading strategies targeted to reading comprehension improvement.
