	The plan to meet the district's math goals began in 2005-06 with implementation scheduled to begin in 2006-07.  It includes:
1. Junior high math teachers reviewed the junior high standards and benchmarks and redesigned junior high math courses that were aligned with the standards and benchmarks.  A curriculum math was designed for the year long courses that included units of study, timeline, and identification of materials, instructional strategies and assessments.
2. A K-12 math survey was completed by teachers, administrators, parents and students to identify strengths and limitations in the math program.  The results will be used in the 2006-07 math curriculum review.
3. K-2 classroom and elementary special education teachers will participate in a summer workshop on math assessments.
4. A math curriculum study committee will review the K-12 math curriculum, strengths and limitations and develop a five year math improvement plan.
