	The Marion Independent School District considers the number of students who take Advanced Placement courses to be an important indicator of the quality of education the district provides.  In 2005-06, 38 students took AP English, 11 took AP Art, 24 took AP Calculus, and 23 students participated in the Iowa Online AP Academy.  51 students took the National AP exam in their respective areas, and this compares to only 10 students who took the test the year before.

Another local indicator that the Marion Independent School District considers important is the number of students who take college courses through the Post-secondary Enrollment Options Act and dual credit courses.  In the 2005-2006 school year, 54 courses were taken by Marion High School students from area colleges and 130 dual credit courses were completed within the district.
