	In the spring of 2005 we began using DIBELS with students in grades K-2. Each year we add a new grade. We feel that the data that is produced from administering the DIBELS test will be very helpful and more frequently used. Our CSIP goal was to improve our reading comprehension, and by using DIBELS we feel that this will help improve our comprehension and the way we assess learning.

With DIBELS we will be able to assess each students in grades K-4 three different times each year. This will be able to give us a more exact idea  of how well the students are learning and what students need interventions.

We are also updating many of our curriculum resources each year. In the 05-06 year we purchased new mathematics textbooks and resources. For the 06-07 school year we updated our science curriculum we new textbooks and resources as well.
