	Our goal was to increase the percentage of students in the 2005-2006 fourth grade class who are proficient in the Vocabulary subtest of the Iowa Test of Basic Skills as compared to their scores as third graders in 2004-2005.  We did not meet the goal.  Last year our fourth grade students had a proficiency percentage of 88.7% while the year before the same class had a proficiency percentage of 93.2%.  Our goal predicted we would see an increase and instead we saw a decrease in the proficiency percentage.

There were three students whose scores showed a lack of proficiency in 2004 and eight students in 2005.  In looking at the individual student scores there were three students whose non-proficient scores were a great surprise.  For example one student was in the 86th percentile as a third grader but dropped to the 13th percentile as a fourth grader.  The student's daily classroom work and assessments, both in third and fourth grades, would suggest that the more accurate score was the 86th percentile as a third grader.  This was the case in at least two other students where there was a great discrepancy between their daily classroom work and their scores as a fourth grader, again showing the scores obtained as a third grader were the more accurate scores. There was also one student whose score as a third grader appeared to be highly inflated as compared to the score as a fourth grade student and the daily work.  This student probably should have been included as non-proficient as a third grade student, as the 4th grade non-proficient score more mirrored actual achievement.

	Our goal was to increase the percentage of student in the 2005-2006 fifth grade class who are proficient in the Math Computation subtest of the Iowa Test of Basic Skills as compared to their scores as fourth graders in 2004-2005.  We did not meet the goal.  In 2004 our fourth grade students had a proficiency percentage of 90.1%.  Our goal predicted we would see an increase in the proficiency percentage.  Instead as fifth grade students in 2005 their proficiency percentage fell to 86.3%.  

Although we did not meet our goal the fifth grade students of 2005 had an NGE of 6.4.  This was an increase from an NGE of 4.7 as fourth graders in 2004 which is a growth of 1.7 in one years time.
