	Our goal was to see an increase in our Low SES and IEP students in grades 4, 8 and 11.  Last year (2005-06) our 4th grade Low SES students scored 64.3% a decrease.  Our goal was to increase 1% from 66.7% to 67.7%.  We saw a decrease of 2% (66.7% to 64.3%).  30% of the students in 4th grade with an IEP were proficient.  The 2005-2006 school year is the first year that this subgroup consisted of 10 students.

The Low SES 8th grade students during the 2005-2006 school year, had 83.3% proficiency.  This was an increase of 27.7%.  The students with an IEP increased from 30% proficient to 66.7% proficient an increase of 36.7%. However, this subgroup for the 2005-2006 school year consists of less than 10 students.

The low SES 11th grade students during the 2005-2006 school year, had 71.4% proficiency.  This was a decrease of 5.5%.  However, this subgroup consists of less than 10 students.
The students with an IEP decreased from 30.8% to 28.6% a decrease of 1.2%.  However, this subgroup for the 2005-2006 school year consists of less than 10 students.

The district has focused its Early Intervention efforts in reading for grades K-3.  The district provides Reading Recovery for low achieving 1st grade students.  Also, Title One is focused on students in grades 1-3.  The district has continually reduced class sizes in grades K-4.  The average class size for the students in grades K-4 is 19.6 students. During thehe 2005-2006 school year the elementary (K-5) moved to trimesters to increase their instructional time.  Teachers were able to ensure that the students were growing in reading and math and provided for appropriate intervention if needed, by having more time with the students to formally and informally assess the students’ needs.  This also provided the K-3 teachers with more conference times with the parents.  This addresses problems that were seen early.  The teachers were able to put students on an intervention plan if the parents and teachers needed to take such action.
