	Actions Being Taken to Improve Academic Achievement for SINA Building 
All of our lanuage and reading is taught in eighty- minute class periods which allows us to cover all aspects of reading and language - spelling, vocabulary, comprehension, fluency, writing, etc. Our language arts teachers are working to build their classroom libraries, and they are using a lot of literature-based instruction as opposed to teaching the above-mentioned concepts in isolation.
We also have a time in the middle of the day called SSR - silent sustained reading - during which everyone, students and teachers, do nothing but read. Students need to see adults modeling reading for pleasure.

Our class rosters are arranged so that those kids who need extra help in reading and language are in a class with a language arts teacher and a special education teacher who work together to give students more individualized instruction. The purpose is to really focus on skill acquisition and getting kids the extra, individualized help they need. At the end of the day these students go back to these teachers during a thirty-minute period we call TASK (Tilford's Academically Successful Kids) time for more help and instruction. The kids that need it the most are getting over two hours of reading and language daily.


We are really pleased with the results we've seen so far this school year. At mid-term the number of kids with a "D" or "F" in reading and language was way down - a trend we certainly hope will continue. Our staff has been working very hard to improve the quality of the education that we provide at Tilford Middle School. It's crucial for the kids of our School District and Community to be taught well, to be serious about their education and the effort they make to be successful, and to be proud of what they accomplish. I believe we're on the right track to show significant improvement in meeting the needs of all students.
