Kade works hard in activities of high interest to him--literacy based, kinesthetic, and small group learning activities.  He is showing good progress in early literacy skills.  Kade does well in math, large motor activities, and sports.  He is able to express his ideas and will ask a teacher to repeat directions or questions if he needs help.    
What are the areas of concern?

Communication:  Kade's listening and speaking skills.  He has trouble understanding and following oral directions and answering comprehension questions.  When expressing his ideas, he stops and starts and revises as he is speaking; the listener is often unable to follow his message.

EDUCATIONAL PROGRESS:  Progress means performance over time.  In addressing progress, the team considers data that have been collected about the individual’s performance over time in relation to the assistance that has been provided.

Kade is currently working on an Intensive Instruction Plan for communication.  The specific goal for that plan is "When given a general prompt, Kade with use the 'Turn the Question Around' (TTQA) strategy to answer questions in two sentences or less with 50% accuracy."  This strategy teaches the student to focus his attention on key words in questions.  After four weeks of intervention, when given a general cue, Kade was able to answer questions with 50% accuracy in a small group setting.  In his first grade classroom, he is able to answer 50% of questions correctly (specific cue of teacher starting sentence stem for him).  When given a direct model to repeat, Kade is able to answer questions with 80% accuracy.    
Based on the analysis of student progress, describe the elements of the intervention that had the greatest positive impact.

Kade's first grade teacher makes sure that he is seated close to her and that his attention is focused prior to providing new instruction or giving oral directions.  She provides many opportunities for 1:1 and small group re-teach and guided practice.  Kade is also provided short breaks between work activities to allow for needed movement.  Kade's speech intervention focused on teaching him to focus on the question or direction and then to summarize his ideas.

	Individual Performance:
	Kade was asked to retell stories presented orally to him.  Analysis of his retells indicated that he was unable to organize his thoughts to retell a story to include correct sequence, critical vocabulary, and key story elements.  Kade's retells are characterized by mazes (um, uh, and repetitions of previously stated facts), incorrect sequences of events and typically include only 2/10 possible key story elements (for story character and partial sequence).

	Expected Performance:
	Typical first grade students, using Any District first grade benchmarks, are able to retell an orally presented story including 6/10 key story elements.  

	Discrepancy:
	Kade is able to retell 4/10 fewer story elements than his peers.

EDUCATIONAL NEEDS:  Educational needs are the services, activities and supports, accommodations and modifications required in order for the individual to receive an appropriate education.

Kade needs 1:1 or small group intensive instruction to learn to listen, comprehend, and retell stories.  This instruction should include many opportunities for direct instruction of key concepts with guided practice and corrective feedback using a hierarchy of visual/verbal cues and prompts.  Use of 'Think Aloud (Before, During, After' as well as 'Turn the Question Around.'
Summarize the individual’s needs in the area of curriculum.  (Based on intervention and assessment results, what should the content of instruction include?  Include the specific skills and concepts the individual needs to learn.) 
Kade will continue to receive direct instruction in the first grade classroom using the first grade story retell books and scripts.  Supplemental instruction in a 1:1 or small group using the same curriculum will provide opportunities for pre-teach or re-teach of new concepts as well as multiple practice opportunities.
Summarize the individual’s needs in the area of environment.  (Based on intervention and assessment results, describe the adaptations to procedures, schedules, routines, behavioral expectations, room or seating arrangements, or materials that are needed.)

Kade needs preferential seating and verbal/visual/physical cues and prompts to assist with his classroom focus.  Kade successfully uses a Move 'n Sit cushion for appropriate motor input during seated work/discussion times.
