Jonathan has Down Syndrome.  He was in the NICU for 8 days following his birth for pulmonary restriction.  Jonathan had a hematoma and bruising to his head upon birth.  He has since been diagnosed with hypothyroidism, a heart murmur, and celiac disease.  Jonathan has had various respiratory illnesses including RSV and pneumonia and an ear infection in July 2005.  He has had no hearing or vision difficulties and has passed all screenings.  There are no current health, hearing, or vision concerns.

Jonathan was referred to Early ACCESS at birth.  He has received Physical Therapy, Special Instruction, and Speech-Language services through Grant Wood AEA and Physical Therapy, Occupational Therapy, and Speech-Language Therapy through St. Luke's Children's Therapy.  Each provider has taught John and Jane various strategies to incorporate into their daily routine with Jonathan to stimulate his developmental growth.  John and Jane have consistently used these strategies.  The developmental progress Jonathan has made since beginning Early ACCESS services is documented on the attached graphs.  Approximate developmental functioning ages were determined using the Early Learning Accomplishment Profile.  

Jonathan throws things for the purposes of avoidance or attention.  This behavior is brief.  The intensity varies depending on the purpose.  Throwing for attention is low intesity.  Throwing to avoid is high intensity.  The frequency varies depending on the activity, who selected the activity, and Jonathan's mood.  When he is tired, sick, or hungry, he throws more frequently.  When he is well rested, well, and content, he throws less.  This behavior is observed in all settings and across time.

Jonathan tantrums by whining/crying and flailing around to avoid or to get what he wants.  This behavior is usually moderately intense but brief because Jonathan can usually be distracted.  The frequency varies depending on the activity, who selected the activity, and Jonathan's mood.  When he is tired, sick, or hungry, he tantrums more frequently.  When he is well rested, well, and content, he tantrums less.  This behavior is observed in all settings and across time.       

Based on the analysis of student progress, describe the elements of the intervention that had the greatest positive impact.

Jonathan's rate of progress was consistent throughout the implementation of various interventions and strategies by John, Jane, and Jonathan's daycare provider as advised by the Early ACCESS staff and private providers.

Comments:  Jonathan's private SLP has been working toward the following goals since Feb. 2006 with slow but steady progress being made:

1. imitate verbally or with sign age appropriate vocabulary (animals, vehicles, verbs, etc.) with 80% accuracy

2. imitate speech inflection using a kazoo, singing, and words/words approximations with 80% accuracy
