Todd is a happy child who smiles often and shows enthusiam for the things in which he is interested. He is able to match colors and name some objects when they are presented.
What are the areas of concern?

 Todd is not using much language.  He has difficulty following directions, interacting, and engaging.

Todd was observed at home, preschool, and at speech clinic.  Concerns were noted in all areas.

Todd comes from a home where English is the first language.  Todd is not at an age when formal reading or math instruction has begun.
Describe any vision, hearing, or health concerns that affect the individual’s educational performance or participation in age appropriate activities?  If necessary, attach documentation.

The team attempted to screen Todd' hearing and vision at speech clinic on 8/28/06.  He was unable to play the game that was necessary for screening.  A second attempt to check Todd' hearing was made on 9/20/06.  He would not tolerate earphones or probes, so testing was done in a sound field. He localized with right and left to tones and speech at levels within normal limits.  Hearing appears to be within normal limits in at least one ear. Todd has a history of ear infections during his first year of life.  
Describe any ecological factors (e.g., race, ethnicity, culture, language, or life circumstances) that affect the individual’s educational performance in the areas of concern.

Todd's older brother has been diagnosed with autism.  He has a younger sibling that is also not using much language.  Now that Todd has begun preschool he has good, peer language models two mornings each week.  Todd's parents are bright and articulate.  They provide him with oportunities to hear and model language.  Todd has lots of learning toys and books available for him.

Positive social-emotional skills:  Todd is able to follow routines and directions with one-on-one support, including pictures.  He sometimes bites himself and others when he is frustrated.  If Todd is interested in something it is very difficult to redirect him to something else.  When a non-prefered activity is presented to Todd, he either ignores it or turns his head away from the activity.  At times, Todd picks up with verbal cues and encouragement.  He walks in the line while holding an adult's hand
Acquisition and use of knowledge & skills:  Todd uses single words and short phases.  His language is generally used for labeling and sometimes requesting (for example "Fire truck", "Sponge Bob", "Daddy (when he wants Daddy to come pick him up from preschool).  Todd does not engage in conversations.  He also does not answer questions consistently yet in the preschool setting.  His parents report that he does answer some questions at home. 
Appropriate behaviors to meet needs:  Todd is beginning to drink from a cup at preschool.  He is not yet toilet trained.  He does not yet understand safety issues (for example; not running in the street, or holding on to a swing to stay in the seat).  Todd does follow some routines when they are tied to favorite activities (e.g.putting on coat with assistance when it is time to go home). 
EDUCATIONAL PROGRESS:  Progress means performance over time.  In addressing progress, the team considers data that have been collected about the individual’s performance over time in relation to the assistance that has been provided.

Todd's classroom communication profile has remained the same with intervention.  His word usage and length of utterance have improved with peer and adult modeling.  Todd's preacademic skills are improving at times.  He is best able to perform in a one-on-one setting with picture cues, adult modeling and encouragement.

Comments:  It is difficult to get Todd to share attention or engage.  This trait makes it difficult to assess Todd's skills completely.  Play Based Assessment results are estimated from weeks of interaction and observation.  It is difficult to know if Todd's lack of engagement is due to an inability to comprehend or an inability to comply with requests.  
EDUCATIONAL NEEDS:  Educational needs are the services, activities and supports, accommodations and modifications required in order for the individual to receive an appropriate education.
Summarize the individual’s needs in the area of instruction.  (Based on intervention and assessment results, describe the instruction that will enable learning.)
Todd has received speech and language input through participation in the home setting and ABC Preschool. By observation, parent and teacher interview, Child Check Screening, and formal language testing it is noted that speech and language are not improving without intervention.

Todd needs to be taught replacement skills for biting when frustrated.  Todd needs direct instruction and teacher support for interaction and engagement skills

Summarize the individual’s needs in the area of curriculum.  (Based on intervention and assessment results, what should the content of instruction include?  Include the specific skills and concepts the individual needs to learn.) 
Todd attends ABC Preschool two mornings a week with other three year olds.  Curiculum includes developmentally appropriate instruction of preacademic and social skills.  He has been receiving regular/typical speech-language stimulation in the home environment.  

Speech and language continues to be discrepant from peers.    This speech and language delay interferes with functional age appropriate communication across all settings

Summarize the individual’s needs in the area of environment.  (Based on intervention and assessment results, describe the adaptations to procedures, schedules, routines, behavioral expectations, room or seating arrangements, or materials that are needed.)

Todd lives at home with parents, brother Nate (8), sister Sara (9), and brother Blake (2).  Todd's older brother has been diagnosed with autism.

Todd is not acquiring speech-language skills in accordance with developmental levels.  He has difficulty following the routines and directions at school without one-on-one assistance.  He needs cues for safety and to follow routines.  Todd would benefit from the use of a "break" space where he could go when the environment becomes too stimulating.  Todd needs to be seated by an adult.  Since Todd is beginning to respond to pictures, a mini-schedule, and if/then board should be used to help with compliance. 

Summarize any additional learning supports needed to provide educational benefit for the individual. (Based on intervention and assessment results, what family supports or involvement; community partnerships; transition supports; supports for engagement or motivation; or supplements to instruction such as assistive technology, modifications or accommodations are needed?)

Todd needs small group instruction using the total communication approach.  He needs oportunities to learn skills necessary for complaince and engagement.  He needs time to process and respond.  Todd needs teacher proximity and visual cues to help with safety.

Todd shows significant delays in language, following directions, and engagement/interaction skills.  These delays have made it difficult for him to be successful in a typical preschool classroom without support.

Resources required for Todd's success in a classroom are as follows; small group and individual instruction, total communication approach, shortened directions and behavioral expectations, picture/visual cues, wait time, safety cues and teacher proximity, repetition, and modeling.

Todd is eligible for special education services based on his delays and need for services.


Additional Information:  A meeting will be scheduled with Todd's parents, the local school district, and AEA staff to consider Todd's needs and appropriate support for those needs.
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
