	Rossetti Infant Toddler Scale - While there have been some changes in giving object/picture to request, slightly improved attention to pictures and objects, there is no measurable difference in developmental level since last administration of the Rossetti Infant Toddler Scale on 8-22-06
	Language Comprehension: Recognizes family member names, dada, mama, kiki/kitty, attends to pictures, but does not point, occasionally waves bye bye (delayed response), inconsistently stops when name is called

Receptive language is emerging at the 6-9 month level (73% delay)

Language Expression:  Says dada meaningfully, occasionally says mama, vocalizes four different syllables and a two syllable combination “hi dada”, does not imitate or sing along with a familiar song.

Expressive language is emerging at the 6-9 month level (73% delay)     

	By 33-36 months, receptively, a child follows a three step unrelated command, identifies parts of objects, responds to wh-questions and follows commands with two familiar attributes.  By 33-36 months, expressively, a child relates recent experiences through verbalization and has a mean length of utterance of 2.5-3 morphemes per utterance.  They use verb forms, express physical states, count to 3 and converse in sentences.

	At the beginning evaluation, **** showed solid skills through 9 months of age; (shakes her head for no, responds to name, repeats actions that produce a noise, touches/pats image in mirror).  She showed scattered development through 11 months of age (stopus activity when told no, uncovers toy seen hidden, pulls string to get toy, looks at pictures in a book).  In October, **** is showing scattered skills in the 12-13 month range (looks when asked 'where is--', gives toy on request)
	By 33 months, children should be able to tell the use of familiar objects, point to 7 pictures, name 5 or more pictures, imitate building a structure with blocks, and build a tower of cubes) 
	****'s overall development is difficult to assess due to the high language demands that are concurrent at her age.  However, ****'s skills appear to be delayed by approximately 2 years.
