****'s family speaks primarily english in the home, although it is not their native language.  ****'s brother has appropriate speech/communication skills to function in a group setting-he also attends Cedar Valley Montessori.

Positive social-emotional skills:  **** does not initiate eye contact or conversations, she will respond when given wait time, or when a parent turns her face to look at them.  **** does not consistently turn when her name is called. **** does not interact with other children at daycare, preferring to be by herself on the playground, as well as in the room.
Acquisition and use of knowledge & skills:  ****'s parent reports she can name pictures, shapes and colors, although these skills have not generalized to other settings.  When **** learns a routine, she has trouble adjusting to changes, while she sings songs, she does not correlate the song to picture cues related to the song's content.  
Appropriate behaviors to meet needs:  **** can wash her hands, when directed, with help/cues to "use soap" and to "dry".  She is able to feed herself.  She is not yet interested in potty training.  
EDUCATIONAL PROGRESS:  Progress means performance over time.  In addressing progress, the team considers data that have been collected about the individual’s performance over time in relation to the assistance that has been provided.

Based on the analysis of student progress, describe the elements of the intervention that had the greatest positive impact.

Providing **** with 7-10 seconds of wait time before expecting a response, hand over hand assistance to complete activities, and heavy pressure on her shoulders to stay seated at circle time.  Once she has learned a routine, she adheres to it rigidly. ****'s parents report that if they use only a few words when making a request, comment or question, **** is better able to respond.

If “yes”, identify the areas:  **** requires almost constant assistance in the preschool classroom, a group of 2 adults and 16 children.  The level of individual attention and redirections takes adult time away from the other classroom peers.  **** requires assistance to pick an activity, complete it, and then return it to the shelf.  She does not always respond to her name, or give a contingent response to questions or comments made to her.

	**** primarily uses gestures and jargon to get her needs met.  She sings songs, but it is more to herself than being a part of the group.  She does not connect the words to visual cues, such as pictures of 'Old Mcdonald'.  **** does not give personal information-name/age- to others.
	Peers use 3.5 words per sentence when speaking with others.  They sing songs, and can respond to questions about the content of the song. When you ask peers how old they are, they either respond verbally or with fingers held up, and they will tell you their first name when asked.

EDUCATIONAL NEEDS:  Educational needs are the services, activities and supports, accommodations and modifications required in order for the individual to receive an appropriate education.

**** requires adult assistance to complete most activities in the home and school.  Sometimes this assistance takes the form of hand-over-hand; other times with more 'rote' routines, she is able to complete the task with verbal cues/prompts.  She does not respond to verbal directions or picture cues.  She needs assistance-either pysical or verbal for all self-help tasks.  When the routine changes, **** has trouble adjusting to the change, gets agitated and causes a disruption to the learning environment.  
Summarize the individual’s needs in the area of curriculum.  (Based on intervention and assessment results, what should the content of instruction include?  Include the specific skills and concepts the individual needs to learn.) 
**** will require an object schedule to assist her in learning the routines of the classroom.  She will need specific skill instruction for all preacademic areas.  **** will require instruction that supports generalization to other environments.

Due to ****'s delays, she will need a lower teacher:student ratio with access to adult support throughout her classroom day.  She will need a routine that is stable, with targeted instruction relating to changes in the schedule to avoid 'meltdowns'.

**** will require an obhect shedule, and direct instruction/prompting in how to use this type of schedule.  She will need to be closely monitored to prevent her from wandering about the room without engaging with objects or people.
