Making Popcorn Instruction Sheet:

This activity can be used to elicit initial and final /p/ sound (the popping sound). You can also use this activity for requesting items and following sequence. Children will have fun watching and listening the corn pop. Say “pop, pop, pop” as the corn pops.

SET UP: Glue sheets to thicker paper to make them sturdy (e.g. card stock, construction paper, or file folder). 

Find the sheet with four ingredients and stars. Cut it and put hooked Velcro at the back.

Find the sheet with a table. Put four fuzzy Velcroes above the line and four fuzzy velcroes under the line (on the table). One fuzzy Velcro in the blank square.

Find the sheet with steps and put fuzzy velcroes on the squares. Also put six fuzzy velcroes at the bottom to store the stars.
USE: 

First assemble ingredients with the help of visual support. Put picture of ingredients above the line. As the child assemble the items on the counter, have him/her move the corresponding picture down to the table. If he/she is really good at this, you can ask him/her to put picture on the sentence strip “I need    “ to practice requesting, and then move it to the table as he/she gets the item.

Follow the steps as shown on the sheet. Every time when he/she is done with one step, have him/her put a star in the square box. (There are lots of variations. You can use stickers, items that your child is interested in, or simply just to punch a hole. Remember to make copies in those cases if you want to do the activity more than once. You can also use this method for other sequence tasks and schedules.)
Note for cooking: I use 1 tablespoon for 1 cup of corn on medium heat. It gave you a whole big pan of popcorn. You can experiment with the temperature. The glass lid works the best because the child can see it as well as hear it.

Have some fun watching and listening the corn pop. Don’t forget to say “pop, pop, pop” as the corn pops. Later on when you say “remember the popping sound”, they will for sure know what that means.
