	Do experiment on page 4 as an extension of Lesson 11. Read aloud and discuss page 6 in light of Lesson 11 investigation. Use boxed text on page 7 to discuss connections between gravity and buoyancy and to discuss how big boats float and how fish swim at different depths.

Pages 8-11
	Before reading page 135 in manual, do either or both activities on pages 8 and 9. Students share their notebook reflections after these experiences. Read aloud page 10 as another model, along with page 135, “The Story of the Plimsoll Mark”, of an explanation of the effects of density and temperature of the liquid on the buoyancy of an object.
